 1. Welcome and Introductions 

It was agreed that because of the poor turnout to the meeting we would have a general discussion around the main headings of the January 2007 Skye & Lochalsh Locality Highlight report

2. Care of the Elderly Review
 Alison informed the meeting that due to the Highland Council reorganisation it had been considered an inappropriate time to commence a Care of the Elderly review. Alison had also been unable to distribute the Lochaber Care of the Elderly Review report as at the time it was not a public document. This item has therefore been carried forward.

 Respite Care – Liz has held a discussion with Home Farm, regarding Social Work to block purchase a bed, however, there is less demand for a nursing bed than a residential respite bed, therefore, undecided as to whether to go ahead with this as yet. There was a discussion about the potential development of sheltered accommodation at Graham House and whether this could double up as respite beds for nursing and social care. It was noted that there were two respite beds in An Arcasaid, discussion regarding the need for a weekly update on bed states across nursing homes to be developed.

 Meetings with the Scottish Ambulance continue.

 4. Capital Developments
·  A capital bid has been submitted for upgrade of the Uig surgery and potential release of Corbett Terrace House. 

· Raasay current Nurses house, not fit for purpose. Capital bid to be submitted for new build and potential sale of land and Nurses house.  

· MacKinnon Memorial Hospital Broadford, ongoing development in early stages, survey has been conducted and design team appointed. 

· Kyle construction team appointed – Tullochs from Inverness. Work due to start May, completion anticipated Christmas 2007. 

· Patient Transport – agreed to invite Willie MacLure, paramedic team leader to join the next meeting.

Discussion centred on the need for NHS and Social Work managers to sit on the Community planning Partnership, a Health Sector Group and a revived advisory group. It was suggested that the Health Sector Group could incorporate this role and change the name to reflect the nature of business which is not solely health care i.e. ‘Health and Social Care Group/Advisory/ Network/Forum’. Pat agreed to contact Maxine to discuss this proposal further.

 Direct payments – Community Care Forum have prepared a report regarding this to be distributed to all members of the current Health Sector group.

 Care First – Liz talked about the new Social Work system for the single shared assessment which is now in Microsoft Word and can be completed electronically. There was discussion about the need for Health to link into the system too. Liz to follow up.
