To get the best results from the search, you will need to have a good idea of your fundraising requirements - including how much you need to raise and who will benefit from your project.

Our wi-fi internet connection offers you direct links to funders own websites and further online assistance. 





Allow approx 45 mins-1 hour for a Funderfinder search. This will give you time to print off information and make a final list of funders to target. 





Funderfinder and the trustfunding.org databases are both easy to use - but if you require some assistance a member of staff will be there to guide you.
